Your final creation will be a miniature painting in the manner of 

a medieval manuscript.  We’ll be painting an angel provided by 

Risa or one of your own choice. 

You will learn to sand vellum, mix pigments, and paint ‘turning 

leaves’ and folds in cloth. The crowning glory will be adding 

the shell gold that will make your art shine. If you like to 

color… if you’re curious about the medieval color palette and painting techniques … if you’ve always 

wanted to work on vellum and/or learn to mix and work with shell gold, then you’ll love this workshop!
